HEALTH UPDATE

case of diarrhoea.

Unfortunately we have also received several reports of headlice and threadworms in school,
across several of the classes. These are both extremely unpleasant conditions, and can be
very distressing and uncomfortable for your children.

Headlice can only be eradicated by careful and regular checking of hair — please could | urge
parents to use the half term break to check hair, and treat as necessary — | enclose an
information sheet for your assistance. Cases of threadworms need to be treated by a Doctor,
and | again enclose a fact sheet which | hope will be useful.
